It is expected that an unususlly large
number of opinions will be banded
down today, the most im t of
whi¢h probably will bé the one rélat-
ing to the contempt proeeedings in the
Lawtence Circuit Court in which Sena-
tor Clyde Going and otliérs are involv-
ed, and one affecting the validity of the
act bf the recent legislature creating
the Village Creek and White River
Levee district in Jackson and Wood-
ruff counties. -

The Going case grew out of the two
trials of \Wolf Benningfield before
Judge R. E. Jeffery at Walnut Ridse
for the murder of John Bagley. Clyde
Going of Harirsburg and L. f! Poindex-
ter were attorneys for Benningficld. At
the first tfial, in which the jury failed
to agree, it was charged that Going en-
ticed a juror named Mosely, accompa-
nied by Joe Frier, the court bailiff, to
go to his room to take a drink. As the
result Going, Poindexter, Mosely and
Frier each were cited for contempt of
court and eaech was fined #50 and sen-
tenced to five days in jail by Juod
Jeffery. The casé was taken to the Su-
preme court on a writ of certoirari and
will be decided today.
